St. Louis Regional Rideshare Program 

• Established in 1994 as a required program in the St. Louis 

region not meeting Federal air quality standards 

• Mission to improve air quality by reducing traffic              

congestion during work/college commutes 

• Serves individuals commuting to, from                                   

or through the 9-county region shown 

• Operated by Madison County Transit as a free public service 

for the region with Federal funding from MoDOT and IDOT   



RideFinders Carpool Program  

• Carpools are 2 or more commuters ridesharing  to and from 

work or college using personal vehicles  

• Commuters take turns driving if they                                            

all have vehicles and are able to drive 

• Commuters without vehicles or unable                                        

to drive provide gas money to driver 

• Carpools register for free with RideFinders to receive a free 

Guaranteed Ride Home and other potential incentives 



RideFinders Vanpool Program  

• Vanpools are groups of commuters ridesharing to and from 
work using RideFinders vans for a monthly fare   

• Riders pay an equal monthly fare                                          
covering all monthly operating costs 

• Primary driver receives free commute                                                   
and one rider must be backup driver 

• Commuters can join existing vanpools on their “matchlist” 
or contact RideFinders to form a new vanpool 

 



RideFinders Free Ridematching Service 

• RideFinders provides a free ridematching service with over 
15,000 commuters seeking to carpool or vanpool 

• Commuters first register by providing                                      
their home, work and contact info 

• Commuters then receive a “matchlist”                                          
of commuters or existing vanpools 

• Commuters contact the commuters or vanpools on their 
“matchlist” to form or join a carpool or vanpool  

 



RideFinders Guaranteed Ride Home 

• Guaranteed Ride Home (GRH) is a free, exclusive incentive 
for RideFinders carpoolers and vanpoolers 

• GRH offers free taxi rides home if                                                        
commuters work late or leave early  

• GRH offer up to 4, $125 taxi rides per                                      
year via vouchers that renew annually 

• Only carpoolers and vanpoolers of employers that 
participate in RideFinders are eligible for the GRH 

 



RideFinders Employer Program 

• RideFinders works with 900 participating employers at no 
cost or liability, and minimal time and effort for employers 

• Enables employees to receive free                                            
ridesharing information at work 

• Provides ridesharing employees                                          
with FREE Guaranteed Ride Home   

• Allows employers to track employee participation and 
environmental savings created from ridesharing employees
